topic for evaluation. 

 Paper Format: APA or MLA; Paper size: A4; Margins: top & bottom: 2.54cm; left & right: 3.17cm; 

Font: Times New Roman 12; Titles/headlines/captions: size 14, bold; Spacing: single spacing. 

 Publishing details: All presented papers will be anonymous reviewed prior to publication in book form
