Conference Theme:

English for Specific Purposes (ESP): Revolution and Innovation

Topics:

The primary aim of this conference is to explore current ESP research and developments in 

ESP practice. Topics include, but are not limited to:

1. Language Policy, Innovative language education, Needs analysis, program/materials 

design, classroom management and assessment/evaluation

2. Academia-Industry collaboration, Conflict and integration between ESP and EGP (English 

for General Purposes)

3. Computer-mediated communication (CMC) in ELF (or ESP, EAP, EGP)

4. Genre or discoure analysis, Corpus-driven analysis

5. Other related disciplines of knowledge such as aviation, tourism/hospitality, business, 

journalism, technology, engineering, law/politics, medicine/nursing, linguistics, and 

literature

Types of Presentation:

1. Paper: Focus on the investigation of theory and experiment; 20 minutes for each paper,

presentation followed by a 10-minute discussion. The abstract should include a statement 

of theory, research methodology, and findings.

2. Workshop: Focus on teaching demonstration, 45 minutes for each workshop. The abstract 

should contain an introduction of the teaching activities, purpose of using these activities, 

and clear steps for practice. The audience will be invited to participate in the activities.

3. Panel Discussion: Focus on current issues in English education, 90 minutes for each panel 

which is formed by a moderator and 2-3 panelists.  The moderator needs to write the 

abstract explaining the central idea of the panel discussion and the schedule for each 



panelist. Each panelist, like the moderator, also needs to prepare a submission form and an 

abstract to explain his/her standpoint.

Conference/Paper Language: All the papers need to be written and presented in English.

Guidelines for Abstract Submission:

1. Abstract should be limited to 300 words in length.
